Issues of Carrying out Public Administration of Innovative Activities
in the Russian System of Higher Education

Purpose. The formulation of the problem, which allows us to indicate that so far there are no administrative
mechanisms for introducing innovations and innovation as a product of academic research in the sphere of Rus-
sian industry and production, which negatively affects the effectiveness of the development of higher education,
in view of the lack of a well-functioning system of interaction between the sphere of higher education and modern
Russian entrepreneurship. Due to the fact that the concept of innovative activity in the higher education system has
not yet been formed in the system of higher education in Russia, the selected issues urgently need appropriate de-
velopments to develop innovations, increase the level of productivity and efficiency of higher education in Russia.
Methodology: the dialectical method of cognition, which implies comprehensiveness, objectivity of research, spe-
cial methods ( historical, comparative legal, system-analytical, formal-logical, etc.) that allow to identify patterns of
formation and development of the chosen topic. Results. The concept of innovative activity in the system of high-
er education has not been formed in the system of higher education in Russia, and a clear system of state manage-
ment of innovative processes in higher education has not been developed, which does not allow universities to use
their scientific potential productively. Scientific and practical significance. The article is aimed at: a) identifying
the problem — the lack of conceptualization of innovative activity in the higher education system; b) identifying the
main problems of public administration, c) identifying the main directions for further improving the system of devel-
opment of innovative activity in the higher education system.
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
