Monitoring of Human Rights as a Scientific Basis for Their Evaluation:
Criteria, Ratios, Indices

Purpose. The problem of assessment of legal phenomena (institutions), which include human rights, requires the development
of qualitative measurement. The situation in the field of human rights, as well as its evolution (improvement/deterioration), is usually
assessed on the basis of opinions expressed, i.e. approximately “by eye”. The article on the example of the right of an access to
education shows the evidence-based quantitative expression of qualitative measurements of human rights, which can be used for
lawyers’ training in the education of human rights appraisers. Methodology: dialectics, legal hermeneutics, structural and functional
analysis, systemology, descriptive method. Conclusions. Human rights evaluation in the course of monitoring can be carried out
according to seven criteria suggested in the article, with the use of numerically expressed parameters refiecting the objective Situation,
and by the establishment of also expressed numerically specific indicators. Scientific and practical significance. The article raises
the problems of the elaboration and use of scientifically objective method of human rights assessment using formalized measurements
and offers solutions to these problems. At the same time, the article authors suggest adapting this method to the practice of human
rights monitoring, using as an example monitoring provided by Federal and regional human rights commissioners.
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
