Polemic Reflections about the Heritage of the Soviet Past in Legal Education:
a Positive Experience or a Heavy Burden?
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Purpose. Russian legal education is going through the period of modernization and search for the ways
to improve it. The article deals with the issue of possibility to use the Soviet legacy in this respect, which is the
subject of polemical discussion. The author seeks to answer the dilemma whether the Soviet-era past in legal
education is positive experience or a heavy burden? Methodology: retrospective, comparative, statistical,
analysis and synthesis, interdisciplinary. Conclusions. The system of legal education in the USSR was inconsistent
and contradictory, with many flaws and distortions. At the same time, a careful study of the Soviet experience
can reveal positive aspects that are relevant as of today. Scientific and practical significance. This topic
was not specifically considered in the research literature. The author’s conclusions, based on the principle of
scientific objectivity, can be used in the further organization of legal education both in Russia and in the countries
of the EurAsEC.
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
