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Purpose ofthis article is to study the structure of legal training in the higher education system of the Russian Federation,
as well as to assess the need for a large number of lawyers. The methodological basis of the research is the dialectical
method of scientific knowledge. The study also used such General scientific methods and techniques as statistical,
system, logical, method of analysis and synthesis. Conclusions. Despite the significant number of persons receiving
higher legal education in Russia, there is still a need for qualified legal personnel. Therefore, the main problem of legal
education is not the number of lawyers graduated, but the quality of their training, although it is necessary to recognize
the relationship between the two indicators. Particular attention should be paid to the content of educational programs in
the field of law, the formation of those competencies that are necessary for a lawyer to carry out professional activities in
the development of new technologies and the needs of the labor market. Scientific and practical significance lies in
the qualitative analysis based on statistical data of the number of students in the educational programs of the legal profile
in Russia, the share of law students in the overall structure of students in higher education programs and the identification
of factors that led to a high number of law students and persons who received legal education.
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
