Relevant Issues of Training and Attestation of Scientific and Academic Staff
within Postgraduate Studies in Military Organizations

Purpose. The issue has become relevant as some serious changes have taken place in the system of operations
of military higher educational institutions of the Russian Federation in view of performance of the Bologna
agreements including changes in training and attestation of scientific and academic staff within postgraduate
studies. The authors raise the issue of compliance of the quality of the defended theses on “closed scientific
branches” with the key criteria applicable to the theses for academic degrees. The article covers the issues of
introduction of additional criteria for publication of the main scientific results of thesis research. The publication
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notes peculiarities of cooperation between an academic supervisor and junior scientific assistants, many of
whom have military experience but no required research conduction skills. The authors point out the absence of
transparency in the activities of special expert councils. Methodology: dialectics, systemic analysis, technical legal
and other methods. Conclusions. Changes in the system of functioning of military higher educational institutions
working on “closed subjects” have led to the outflow of highly qualified staff, complication of the attestation
procedure at academic degree granting, decrease in the motivation for research and the scientific potential of
the staff. In the modern conditions, it is important to determine the designation of postgraduate studies in military
organizations, review the structure and content of postgraduate professional training according to the principles
of creation of the single educational environment but with an update of the Russian historical experience of the
development of military organizations. The following conditions should be acknowledged the ones ensuring efficient
functioning of the system of attestation of scientific and academic staff in state military organizations: elimination
of discrepancies in statutory acts, specification of the set requirements and ensuring an actual mechanism of their
fulfillment in local acts of organizations; strengthening of control of specialists over the content of theses made on
‘closed scientific branches’; constant increase in the level of expertise and competence of members of special
dissertation councils on “closed scientific branches”. Scientific and practical significance. The article is aimed
at attraction of attention of professionals towards solution of issues related to the process of training and attestation
of scientific and academic staff in military educational institutions.
