Initiatives of Regional Referendums: The Modern Practice

Purpose. Recently, many peoples without a state have been faced with the question of self-determination or the
expansion of autonomy. The article analyzes the current practice of regional referendums, namely, referendums on
the self-determination of Catalonia and Iraqi Kurdistan, referendums for the expansion of autonomy in Lombardy and
Veneto, as well as a referendum on changing the status of Puerto Rico.
