On the Quality of Preparation of Qualification Files of Candidate
of Legal Sciences and Doctor of Law Degree Seeking Students

Purpose. The paper analyzes typical flaws and mistakes made by dissertation councils in preparing documents
for attestation affairs of applicants for academic degrees of candidate and doctor of law. Methodology: the work is
based on a reasonable combination of the general scientific dialectical method with legal positivism. Public relations
and phenomena and their interaction with scientific categories are considered in dialectical unity. The experience
of a separate dissertation council is based on comparative legal positivism. The paper uses scientific methods of
analysis and synthesis, induction and deduction. Conclusions. There is a need to ensure the high quality of the
preparation of the dissertation council’s conclusion on awarding the degree of a doctor or candidate of science,
the conclusion of the organization where the dissertation was carried out or to which the applicant was attached,
reviews of official opponents, the leading organization and other documents of the attestation case. Scientific and
practical significance. Recommendations aimed at improving the quality of certification of certification cases are
offered.
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
