On the Novelty of Dissertation Researches in Law

The purpose of the proposed article is to express the author’s views on one of the main requirements for the
dissertation research — its novelty. The requirement that the thesis contain new solutions (provisions, ideas, etc.) —
the traditional requirement for dissertations in domestic regulations governing the training of scientific personnel.
However, there is still no clear understanding of what is meant by novelty in relation to legal science. Methodology:
in preparing the article the author used traditional methods of this kind. The peculiarity of the work is the analysis
of the texts of dissertations in the legal Sciences in order to identify the formulations describing the novelty. The
author shows the main challenges, the shortcomings encountered in the dissertation research in terms of novelty,
and causes the specific wording of the description of novelty, which are used in the thesis. The author analyzed
previously existing regulations on the subject. Scientific and practical significance. The article is of theoretical
and practical interest for scientists involved in the organization of science, members of dissertation councils and all
those interested in the actual problems of training of scientific personnel. The author points out that the main means
of the appearance of works that do not contain new solutions ( provisions, results, ideas) is a qualitative, thorough
and principled scientific examination of the work. The author notes the importance of choosing the right supervisor
(consultant), who should be competent in the issues dealt with by the applicant. The importance of the principal
position of the dissertation council is also noted.
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
