Typical Defects and Opportunities for Inproved Quality of Dissertations

The article presents the characteristics of typical defects of dissertations defended for the degree of candidate
and doctor of law. Most of them are traditional, found in dissertations defended in the past thirty years. There are
also relatively new features of dissertation texts that are “qualified” by the expert council on the law of the Higher
Attestation Commission under the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation as deviations from
the established requirements.

On the basis of generalization of the practice of the expert council and understanding the experience of the
personal participation of the author in the examination of defended dissertations for the candidate and doctor of law
degrees, the assumptions about the reasons for the reproduction of typical defects in theses are formulated and
possible ways to eliminate them are formulated.

The materials contained in the article can serve as a definite guideline or a reminder for persons engaged in
preparing a thesis, as well as planning to begin this work.
