Put in a Word for the Poor Scientist... On Decency in Science

Purpose. The ongoing reform of higher education and science raises many problems, including the
improvement of quality, which is often expressed only in quantity. The article discusses the problems associated
with scientific publications and assessment of their significance. Methodological basis of research was the
dialectic method of scientific cognition. In addition, such General scientific methods and techniques as scientific
abstraction, system, logical, analysis and synthesis, comparison were used. It is concluded that 1) the involvement
of the scientific community today in making decisions concerning science and education, at whatever level it takes
place, is not enough; 2) the Higher attestation Commission under the Ministry of science and higher education of
the Russian Federation in modern conditions can and should become the Central platform for discussion of the most
pressing and importantissues in the field of science and education; 3) scientometric indicators should be reoriented
in order to have a positive impact on the career growth of the scientist, as well as wider coverage and floating, rating
the importance of indicators at a particular time and in a particular field of knowledge, and maybe in a particular
scientific and educational organization. Scientific and practical significance. The study stimulates scientific
discussion about the role and importance of scientometric indicators in the activities of scientists and educational
organizations, as well as allows to understand the modern scientific activity and higher education in general.
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
