International Personal Freedom Standards: Genesis of the Establishment
and Peculiarities of the Implementation in Russian Laws

Purpose. International legal acts proclaiming the freedom of the individual, guaranteed its observance, obliging
the state parties that ratified these standards to provide a mechanism for their implementation in domestic legislation.

Methodology: dialectical, historical, comparative legal, logical, deduction, synthesis, analysis, method of in-
tersectoral legal research.

Conclusions. Our analysis of international legislation in the field of ensuring individual freedom allowed it to be
classified into a group of fundamental legal documents enshrining universal rights and freedoms of an individual,
containing the most common mechanisms for countering infringements of individual freedom and a group of spe-
cialized legal acts directly dedicated to the protection of individual freedom. The increase in the scale of encroach-
ment on the freedom of the individual and the need to counteract the diversity of their forms within the world commu-
nity resulted in the adoption by the UN, the Council of Europe and other international organizations of a set of legal
norms whose content requires adjustment in order to consolidate a single conceptual mechanism and mechanisms
for implementing these norms. Having ratified international legal acts in this field, the Russian Federation is on the
path of bringing its national legislation in line with the requirements of international legal norms.

The scientific and practical significance lies in the fact that the conducted research develops the theory of
the correlation of international, European and national legislations, specifying the conceptual apparatus and the
mechanism for the realization of the right to personal freedom in the legislation of modern Russia.
