Ten Most Typical Violations in Preparation of Qualification Files of Degree Seeking Students
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Purpose. To consider the most typical mistakes while preparing attestation materials, made by the leaders of dissertation
council, as well as by the leaders of organizations in which these dissertation councils are created and operated. Methodology:
analysis, deduction, formal-legal methods. Conclusions. First: most of the mistakes are related with the conclusion made by the
dissertation council. Second: mistakes are mostly made by the technical staff of the organization. Third: the leaders of dissertation
council are careless while completing documents that are sent to the ministry and the Higher Attestation Commission. Fourth:
researchers of scientific degree are not well informed about their rights and obligations. Fifth: the leaders of the dissertation councils
as well as the technical staff of the organization, those supporting the activity of the council are weak at the current legislation
regarding of scientific certification. Scientific and practical significance. The analyses of the most typical mistakes while writing
conclusion about the certificate cases of researchers of scholastic degrees are intended to help leaders of dissertation council, as well
as researchers to avoid them, and make the procedures of getting an official document of candidate or doctor of science easier and
quicker.
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
