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Purpose. To scientifically substantiate the possibility of application of system approach to the analysis of judicial consciousness,
to justify the integrity of the judicial system of cognition, through analysis of the characteristics of a holistic system; identify the
elements of a coherent system of judicial knowledge, to characterize their correlation and interaction. Methodology: dialectics,
system approach. Conclusions. Judicial consciousness is an integral system that includes the combination of certain elements
(subsystems): judicial sensation; judicial feeling; judicial thinking; judicial knowledge; judicial faith (judicial trust); judicial will;
judicial intuition. The absence of an element (subsystem) of the system of judicial consciousness can lead to a violation of the
qualitative characteristics of the entire system, which is due to their relationship and interaction. The integral system of judicial
consciousness has signs of integrativity (emergence, structurality, organization, functionality), the elements are hierarchical
and have subordinated relations with each other, but at the same time perform different functions and have different meaning.
The holistic system of judicial consciousness has the ability of a balanced state and mandatory interaction with the external
environment — homeostasis. Scientific and practical significance. The theoretical justification of the system approach to the
analysis of judicial consciousness, will characterize the integrity of the system of judicial knowledge and identify its constituent
elements (subsystems), which can serve as a basis for justifying the impossibility of replacing a computer program or a neural
network (capable of analyzing the actual circumstances of the case, to give them a legal assessment and make appropriate decisions),
an exceptionally living person judge (subject of judicial consciousness) in practice.
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
