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On the Professionalization of Anti-Corruption Education

Purpose. To justify the need for the special professional anti-corruption competence of subjects of anti-corruption
education. The research methodology includes theoretical research methods (analysis, synthesis, generalization,
abstraction, deduction, induction) and empirical methods (observation, measurement) securing the cognition of a
research subject. The scientific relevance of the research lies in the development of theoretical approaches to the
professionalization of anti-corruption education, differentiation of anti-corruption knowledge; the practical relevance
lies in the wording of practical recommendations for the achievement of the purpose of an educational campaign.
Conclusions. There are two main areas of anti-corruption education: general and special; it is acknowledged that
there exist immeasurable purposes of anti-corruption education as a comprehensive process, at the same time it is
stated that a qualitative evaluation of such educational measures is needed; anti-corruption educational activities are
planned and carried out based on a system of general principles, among which the author singles out high technology
and creativity of educational methods, target orientation (differentiated approach), flexibility and variability, expert
evaluation and others; the educational work requires special professional anti-corruption competence of the educator;
in the development of anti-corruption educational programs, information should be ranked by the range of listeners:
schoolchildren, students, laborers, corruption combating specialists; it is claimed that issues of the evaluation of
corrupt practices in activities of specific government authorities, organizations, their officials, including internal
affairs agencies should not be included in the content of educational campaigns and need to be reviewed within special
educational programs, including departmental ones; the tendency of the modern model of anti-corruption education
towards broadening of the professionalization of anti-corruption education is defined, which makes it possible to
transform it into a separate professionally formalized activity in the future.
