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Purpose. Substantiate the need of a consistent, based on a gradual increase in knowledge and skills of formation
of general civil anti-corruption competencies in the process of mastering of basic education programs of general
and vocational education using a system-structural approach. Methodology: the universal method of dialectical
materialism, as well as a number of private scientific methods: formal-logical (induction, deduction, analysis, synthesis,
etc.), system-structural, historical-legal, comparative-legal, etc. Conclusions. As a result of the conducted research
the author’s conception of the systematization of civil anti-corruption competences is proposed, depending on volume
and depth of acquired knowledge, skills in the field of anti-corruption. Authors conclude that in order to increase legal
awareness and strengthen of anti-corruption worldview of citizens of the Russian Federation, requires a consistent and
gradual formation in the process of mastering the basic educational programs of preschool, primary, basic, secondary
(general and professional), higher and additional education of elementary, basic and professional anti-corruption
competencies. Scientific and practical significance. The system of general civil anti-corruption competences
presented as a result of the work, taking into account social and psychophysiological characteristics of students, as well
as the purpose of the appropriate level of education, can be used to fulfill the tasks set in the framework of the National
anti-corruption plan for 2018—-2020 as well as in the further study of theoretical and -applied issues of formation of
anti-corruption competencies in the education process.
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
