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Purpose. The aim of the study is to disclose and analyze problems associated with combating drug trafficking in
the Socialist Republic of Vietnam (hereinafter — SRV). The aim of the study is to render the characteristics of the
formation and development of anti-drug legislation in general in Vietnam, as well as the formation and arming of law
enforcement officials of SRV with the knowledge and skills on criminal regulations “on crimes relating to drugs”,
which allow developing and adjusting their work in the fight against drug crimes. Methodology: modern methods of
the theory of knowledge, including historical, comparative legal, logical-legal, system-structural, analysis, synthesis,
induction, deduction, etc. Scientific and practical significance. The carried-out research may be useful for scientists,
students, postgraduate students and junior scientific assistants, practitioners and anyone interested in the issues
of combating drug crime in SRV. Conclusions. As a result of our research, the following problems were revealed:
emergence of new types of narcotic drugs and insufficient number of special personnel (experts) for the production of
forensic examinations in cases related to drug trafficking, high latency of drug trafficking in the SRV, concern in the
population and society due to the state of drug addiction in the country, formality of international cooperation in the
fight against drug trafficking, as well as our proposed measures to eliminate problems in this area.
