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The purpose of the study is to generalize the experience of teaching the disciplines of the legal cycle using
distance learning technologies based on Southwestern State University. The objectives of the study include
consideration of possible forms of lectures and practical exercises, a description of ways to overcome the
problems that arise in the practical implementation of distance learning, an assessment of their effectiveness
and complexity compared to traditional full-time, identifying promising areas for improving the educational
process taking into account the experience gained. The research methodology involved an analysis of students’
distance learning processes in the context of an emergency transition to distance learning in connection with
the COVID-19 pandemic at Southwestern State University. Such an analysis was carried out using the general
scientific, special scientific and special methods traditional for theoretical and applied research — materialist
dialectics methods, analysis, synthesis, system-structural, content analysis of various publications. Interviews
were conducted to analyze student satisfaction. Conclusions. Despite the fact that the transition to distance
learning was carried out in a short time, the use of modern software and communication technologies allowed it
to be successfully implemented. The identified shortcomings cannot be called critical, at least in the framework
of the teaching of individual disciplines of the industry cycle. The revealed advantages in the form of increasing
the involvement of students and encouraging them to use modern multimedia and communication technologies
indicate the prospects of learning using distance technologies, including the possibility of organizing active and
interactive forms of training sessions with their use. The scientific and practical significance of the study lies in
the possibility of using its results in methodological developments relating to the implementation of educational
programs in distance form, as well as in the integration of individual elements of distance forms of interaction
between students and teachers in a regular educational process.
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
