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Purpose. Identify students and professors’ attitudes in relation to the individual educational tasks as one of
the forms of individualization of educational training and one of the tools professors can use to form law students’
professional competencies. Methodology: survey, questionnaire, comparison, and analysis. Conclusions.
Not all students and professors realize the importance of individual educational tasks and are ready to work
in this format. Almost 80% of students and professors believe that individualization of educational training
can improve the quality of education. They mostly consider individualization of educational training as an
individual approach, taking into account students’ individual characteristics. However, only 35% of professors
use individual educational tasks in the educational process, 25% do not use them at all; only 24% of students
prefer individual educational tasks, and 40% are ready to work in the format of non-individual educational tasks
(the same tasks for everyone). Scientific and practical significance. As a result of the research, contradictions
are identified that need to be resolved. Classifications of individual educational tasks are formulated, which can
be useful in the designing of individual educational tasks. Some recommendations are also formulated, questions,
and directions for the further research are identified.
