Restriction of the Right to Receive Free Higher Education: Issues of Theory and Practice Yagofarova

Purpose. This study aims to analyze constitutionally enshrined human rights and the practice of their
implementation. This topic is of interest not only for the legal community, but also for representatives of other
scientific fields, since issues related to the implementation of human rights and freedoms permeate all spheres of
public activity. The list of constitutionally enshrined rights and freedoms is quite extensive, so the article focuses
on the analysis of one of the social rights of a person and a citizen — the right to higher education. The article
analyzes the stated possibility of obtaining free higher education in modern conditions, as well as the restrictions
stipulated in the current legislation for its full implementation. Methodology: the main methods for conducting
the research were used such as analysis and synthesis, which allowed us to consider the right to higher education
in the General system of social rights, as well as the subject-systematic approach, functional method, axiological,
which allowed us to assess the importance and significance of the implementation of this right in modern
conditions. Conclusions. As a result of the conducted research, it can be concluded that, like most of the rights
and freedoms of man and citizen proclaimed in Russia, the right to receive free higher education has in practice
many restrictions that do not allow in most cases everyone to use it. The article draws attention to the need for
the legislative power to take a more substantive and value-based approach to the legal regulation of social rights,
in particular, the right to higher education, which directly affects the well-being of society and the state as a
whole. Scientific and practical significance. The study has a theoretical significance, which is that it provides a
conceptual analysis of the categories “restriction” and “limits”, thereby clarifying the terminological Arsenal of
legal science. The practical significance of the research lies in the possibility of a more detailed understanding of
the current legislation in the field of education.
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
