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Purpose. The article analyzes the criminal Executive and other legislation in order to identify various
organizational and legal problems of preventing epidemics among those sentenced to imprisonment, including
in terms of ensuring quarantine. Methodology: the article uses methods of induction, deduction, comparative
legal, logical, document analysis, system-structural, etc. Conclusions. In view of the fact that the criminal
Executive legislation regulates only in General terms and only certain issues of prevention of infectious diseases
among those sentenced to imprisonment, a number of directions for its correction are formulated. In particular,
the need to solve the following problems is justified: a “quarantine ward” is a facility where all newly arrived
convicts are held, not a “quarantine” in the generally accepted medical meaning of the term, which is actually
the medical part of the correctional facility (and in part, the hospital); the PEC of the Russian Federation does
not use the term “quarantine”; not regulated the legal status of convicted persons suffering from a communicable
disease, including for treatment adherence, as well as their content in the medical-prophylactic and therapeutic
correctional facilities; not applicable compulsory treatment of sick prisoners in case of detection of numerous
infectious diseases, are not specified in article 18 of the penal enforcement code, but representing epidemic
danger to others; the epidemic is not a direct base of introduction of the mode of special conditions in correctional
facility, etc. Scientific and practical significance. The article deals with theoretical problems of preventing
epidemics among those sentenced to imprisonment and identifies shortcomings of the penal enforcement
legislation in the studied area, including in terms of ensuring quarantine
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
