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Purpose. Critical analysis of the French research system reform announced in 2019-2020. Methodology:
the research is based on the comparative legal method with diachronous and synchronous as well as regulatory
and functional comparison of the institute of academic professionals (researchers) representation in France.
Conclusions. Based on the research results, the author arrived at the following conclusions: 1. Over the past
decades, France has implemented reforms in the sphere of research and education concerning such issues as
freedom and responsibility at universities, the legal status of academic professionals (researchers), as well
as the evolution of the science and research sphere (academia). 2. The most radical changes in the sphere of
research and education are going to take place in connection with the adoption of the multi-annual research
programming law (in French: loi de programmation pluriannuelle de la recherche or LPPR) announced by
the French Government. 3. Guided primarily by economic (cost efficiency) concerns, the developers of the
governmental draft law to some extent infringe on the state guarantees of academic professionals (researchers).
4. Social monitoring has highlighted the most controversial propositions of the reform. The first is the intention
to rank French universities and introduce a differential funding system for them based on the ranking. The
second is the intention to change the composition of expert committees dealing with research funding (scientists
and researchers are to be replaced by government “appointees” and representatives of large corporations).
The third is the intention to increase the share of fixed-term contracts in higher education institutions like
universities (this model is proposed, in particular, for young researchers). 5. While the opposition to the law
adoption is to a certain extent debatable with regard to the first point of criticism (just like in other areas of social

activity, competition can and should lead to positive dynamics in the evolution of research and immediate actors
thereof — the researchers), the other two reform vectors, indeed, worsen the situation of academic professionals

(researchers) in France. Scientific and practical significance. The findings set out in the article are of practical
importance for the development of comparative law, general-theory legal disciplines of various countries of the
world as well as — to some extent — modern sociology.
