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Purpose. The relevance of the research topic is due to the current situation in the alcohol industry, char-
acterized by the spread of illegal alcohol products on the market, mass poisoning of the population with low-
quality alcohol, low excise taxes to the budget from one of the most sold types of products in the CIS coun-
tries. The purpose of this article is to consider a number of problems of state regulation in the field of produc-
tion and turnover of ethyl alcohol, alcoholic and alcohol-containing products using the example of the Russian
Federation, the Republic of Belarus and the Republic of Kazakhstan. The article considers the most significant
problems of state regulation of the alcohol industry, such as: the problem of state monopoly on the circulation of
alcoholic beverages, the problem of home brewing, the problem of limiting the place and time of sale of alcoholic
beverages, the problem of public control of the alcohol industry and the problem of preventing alcoholism in
the CIS countries.
