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Purpose. In the context of the pandemic announced by the WHO on March 11, 2020, the judicial system
of all countries faced the need to switch to remote proceedings. The abnormal emergency situation makes the
judiciary to promptly seek new ways of administration of justice to guarantee effective judicial protection. The
article presents the experience of the United Kingdom in the sphere of legal regulation of criminal proceedings in
the new environment. Methodology: dialectical method of scientific knowledge, the comparative legal method
and the system-logical method. Conclusions. The revealed strengths and weaknesses of the legal changes in the
UK criminal process make it possible to use the positive experience in domestic law-making, in particular in
making a federal law providing for citizens’ access to justice in emergency situations. Given that the restriction
of the constitutional rights of Russian citizens is possible only at the federal level, an appropriate regulatory
act is necessary. Scientific and practical significance lies in the possibility of using the results in scientific and

legislative activities.
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
