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Purpose. In connection with the spread of a new coronavirus infection, all the educational activities of
Russian universities were transferred to the online format. The article analyzes the organizational, technological,
legal, financial and cultural problems of the transition of educational organizations during the pandemic in the
distance learning format. The methodological basis for the study of this article was the dialectical method of
scientific knowledge. The study used such general scientific methods and techniques as scientific abstraction,
systemic, logical, analysis and synthesis. The article concludes that 1) the educational organizations of Russia
were not ready for radical changes in the educational process 2) the forced measures of transition to online
education showed not only the readiness of teachers, but also students to a new educational format 3) distance
learning has a number difficulties and problems is a necessary measure during a pandemic. Scientific and
practical significance. The study allows us to consider the prospects of introducing the concept of blended
learning, which consists in combining distance and traditional forms in the educational system of Russia in the
post-pandemic period.
