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The purpose of the article is to analyse the problem of convicted person’s evasion from paying a fine. The article
also presents evidence based recommendations for using an optimal mechanism for implementing this type of
punishment. Methodology. The provisions of dialectics, scientific, social and private methods were used during
the research. The article concludes with an identification of disadvantages of response measures to evasion from
paying a fine. It also proposes the ways of real execution of punishment for convicted such as: the establishment
of a two-staged mechanism which assumes that only repeated failure to pay a fine after issuing are corresponding
warning to the bailiff in writing will be conceited as malicious evasion (this procedure involves significant
changes to the wording of article 32 of the Criminal Code of Russian Federation) granting the court the right to
replace the fine even if it was partly payed with any more severe type of punishment including imprisonment
which is required to be reflected in part 5 of article 46 of the Criminal Code of Russian Federation. Scientific and
practical significance. The results of the research could be used for scientific purposes and during the creation of
the legal arts.
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
