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Purpose. A comprehensive doctrinal and legal analysis of the essence and designation of pre-trial proceedings
(pre-trial investigation) as an 'investigative' stage of criminal procedure operations characteristic of the states
included the civil (Romano-Germanic) law family. Methodology: dialectics, analysis, synthesis, historical and
legal method, method of comparative legal studies, system research method. Discussion. 1) Pre-trial proceedings
in general and pre-trial investigations, in particular, should be understood as an independent criminal proceedings
stage performed in respect of criminal cases of public (private-public) prosecution and consisting in the operations
of interrogation and pre-trial investigation authorities aimed at the securing of a possibility for the establishment
of a subject of further judicial proceedings; 2) the main purpose of pre-trial proceedings (pre-trial investigation)
is securing a possibility for building of a position of state prosecution (criminal law claim) as a subject of further
judicial proceedings; 3) the basic tasks of pre-trial proceedings (pre-trial investigation) are: a) establishment of
facts important for the criminal case; b) identification of persons having committed a crime and bringing them
to criminal liability; ¢) creation of conditions for the possibility to enforce rights and legal interests of parties to
criminal proceedings; d) creation of conditions for further review of the merits of a criminal case in a court hearing
to secure a possibility to compensate for the damage caused by a crime, etc. The carried-out research may be
useful for scientists, students, postgraduate students and junior scientific assistants, practitioners and everyone
interested in the issues of criminal proceedings.
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
