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Purpose. Restrictions imposed in the spring of 2020 on the work of courts and the daily life of citizens and
organizations have been a catalyst for the active use of information technologies, including in legal proceedings.
The article analyzes the first experience of Russian and foreign courts in conducting remote hearings of civil cases
in order to determine the impact of the online trial format on the principles of oral and direct communication.
The methodological basis of the research is based on proven scientific methods: comparative legal, systematic,
logical, analysis and synthesis, and a new approach based on the Dialogic method of the Humanities, which
implies an interdisciplinary dialogue between various fields of scientific knowledge — psychology, sociology,
law. Conclusions are drawn that 1) guarantees of the principles of oral and direct communication in civil
proceedings are weakened when conducting court proceedings online; 2) online court proceedings are acceptable
as an alternative to the usual rules for the consideration and resolution of civil cases and are able to perform the
tasks of legal proceedings in emergency situations; 3) additional regulation of procedural relations is necessary
and the development of technological regulations that ensure compliance with the fundamental principles of civil
procedure in remote proceedings. Scientific and practical significance. The conducted research allowed us to offer
guidelines and criteria for taking into account when improving procedural legislation on conducting online court
sessions, and also allows us to understand the universality of problems and needs of judicial protection of rights in
civil proceedings on a global scale in unforeseen emergency situations.
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
