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The purpose of the current study was to analyze the established system for assessing the efficiency and quality of
training of future transport specialists; to identify defects in this area; to provide some recommendations to improve
the training assessment system. Methodology. There have been applied general scientific and specific cognitive
methods of social and legal phenomena; systemic and structural-functional methods; analysis and synthesis; a predictive
method. There has been prepared the recommendations for improving the system for assessing the quality of training
by normative-logical and hermeneutic methods. Conclusions. An assessment of teaching quality is of great necessity
to determine a conformity degree of the content and methods of teaching to the obtained result, used while training
specialists demanded in transport. Orienting the training assessment to achieve the final goal, namely training of transport
university graduates capable of working in a specialty, there has been proposed to develop internal methods of assessment,
involving teachers, students and employees of a transport university. The scientific and practical significance of the
current study is that the proposed system of assessment of teaching promotes improving responsibility of teachers and
employees of a transport university when applying the whole range of measures aimed at the improvement of quality of
transport specialists’ training. The criterion of quality is the graduate’s skills and preparedness for practical activity in
his profession.
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
