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analysis, systematic approach, induction and deduction, interpretation of the law. Conclusions. It is established that
the 2020 standard expands the range of subjects implementing master’s degree programs and provides them with greater
autonomy in the formation of master’s degree programs and corresponding curricula. The new standard does not contain
a list of mandatory subjects for studying, while the content of the master’s program should be correlated with the
competencies being formed, and they, in turn, with the areas, spheres, and tasks of professional activity that a graduate of
the master’s program should be ready to solve. The new standard reduces the requirements for the number of tasks that a
graduate is preparing to solve to one (instead of two or more than previously required). The change in the requirements
for the personnel of organizations implementing master’s degree programs determines the need for them to review certain
elements of their personnel policy. It is determined that the new standard is more liberal in a number of positions. It is
suggested that the removal of unnecessary bureaucratic obstacles will allow organizations to independently build their
personnel policy with a focus on learning outcomes. It is noted that there are blank standards that refer to qualification
reference books and (or) professional standards. It is important that the insignificant presence of such in the field of
jurisprudence sets the professional community the task of intensifying the work on their creation. At the same time, the
standard somewhat reduces the rights of masters to form an individual educational trajectory, which may be associated
with an increase in the variability of the educational environment of the University as a whole. The right to study under
the individual educational law is granted only to persons with disabilities and persons with disabilities, for whom the
2020 standard for the first time included special provisions that allow them to adapt their education in an educational
environment according to nosologies. However, these provisions are minimalistic and do not fully meet the goal of
developing inclusive digital education. Scientific and practical significance. The results of the research develop the
theory of educational law and can be used as methodological recommendations in the process of transition of educational
organizations to a new standard of training of masters of Jurisprudence.
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
