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Purpose. The article is devoted to the study of the institution of innovative legal education in Russia, its anthropological aspect. The authors set the goal of analyzing the

anthropological aspect of innovative legal education in the context of an epidemiological crisis, identifying the problems and prospects of this socio-economic sphere, touching upon,
among other things, legal issues. The obligation of innovative and interactive technologies in the educational sphere, due to distance education, nevertheless, according to the authors,
may conflict with the constitutional provisions in the Russian Federation. Moreover, problems in the rule-making sphere in this case cannot but lead to problems in law enforcement
practice. Methodology: technical and legal analysis, philosophical conceptology, formal logical and systemic methods of scientific knowledge, analysis of theoretical sources and
regulatory sources. Conclusions. It is obvious that the forced measures to prevent the spread of COVID-19 could not but affect the system of legal education in Russia and abroad, in
particular on the student-teacher relationship and on the perception of the educational institution as a whole. In connection with the above, the study of the anthropological aspects
of modern legal education is only gaining relevance. Scientific and practical significance. The authors have been researching this topic for several years. The appeal to this concept is
caused by the need to introduce the results of anthropological research into educational and sociocultural practice, as well as to study the subject in all the variety of its manifestations.
The epidemiological crisis in Russia and abroad has actualized this issue, revealing gaps not only in the scientific and theoretical understanding of the institution in question, but also in
the practical implementation of educational relations.
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
