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The purpose of this work is to critically examine the elements of crime provided for by articles of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation (hereinafter referred to as the RF
UVK): 205 “Terrorist act” (in terms of threats to commit a terrorist act and 207 “Knowingly false reporting of an act of terrorism” (in terms of knowingly false reports on the impending
act of terrorism in relation to social infrastructure facilities (part 2) and committed in order to destabilize the authorities (part 3), the development on this basis of legislative proposals
to increase the effectiveness of criminal law countering terrorism. The methodology of the work is a set of general scientific special legal methods of cognition: analysis, synthesis,
formal-logical, formal-legal, criminal-statistical. Conclusions: 1) the current Russian criminal legislation is not fully adequate to the high social danger of terrorism, including the so-
called “telephone terrorism” (knowingly false anonymous telephone messages about impending acts of terrorism), especially its most dangerous manifestations — in relation to social
infrastructure facilities and in order to destabilize the activities of the authorities; 2) the public danger of committing a terrorist act is higher than the threat of committing it; therefore,

these acts (both simple and qualified) are advisable to “separate” into separate parts of Article 205 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation; 3) knowingly false reports of acts
of terrorism in relation to social infrastructure facilities and in order to destabilize the activities of the authorities in their criminal-legal essence are nothing more than a threat of
committing a terrorist act. The argument in favor of this conclusion is the content of Article 119 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation “Threat of murder or infliction of grievous
bodily harm”, where the main feature is the perception of the victim of such a threat as real. This is evidenced by the costly measures carried out by the executive authorities to prevent
the commission of a possible terrorist act: termination of production and service activities; evacuation of people from a threatened facility; implementation by employees of the Ministry
of Emergency Situations, the Ministry of Internal Affairs, the FSB of a complex of operational-search, administrative and legal measures, investigative actions, etc.). This gives grounds
to qualify the most dangerous manifestations of “telephone terrorism” as a threat to commit a terrorist act. Scientific and practical significance. A new understanding of the criminal-
legal nature of the threat of committing a terrorist act is given. The conclusions and proposals contained in the article can be used in the process of improving the legislation, namely:
the reconstruction of Articles 205 and 207 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation in the interests of increasing the effectiveness of criminal law countering terrorism (the author
proposes new editions of these articles).
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
