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The purpose of this article is to identify the main directions for improving administrative and legal regulation in the development of state and municipal services in modern Russia.
The article notes that today the problems of forming an innovative model of civil service, combining the use of modern information and other management technologies in the activities
of civil servants with the traditional value orientations of the national civil service (awareness of duty, conscientious service to the Fatherland, Patriotism, etc.). The methodological
basis of the work is formed by general scientific and specific scientific (logical-legal, comparative-legal, descriptive, content analysis) methods of cognition of legal reality. Conclusions.
The proposed directions for the development of administrative and legal regulation of the state and municipal service will lead to a systemic change in the rights and duties of state and
municipal employees, as well as the establishment of additional restrictions and prohibitions in terms of the implementation of the fundamental provisions of the current Constitution
of the Russian Federation. The scientific and practical significance of the work lies in the substantiation of practical proposals for improving the current administrative legislation in the
field of formation and development of an innovative public law model of state and municipal service. Proposals for the development and adoption of the Federal Constitutional Laws
“On public administration and public authorities (administration) in the Russian Federation”, “On public positions of the Russian Federation”, the Federal Law “On the public (state and
municipal) civil service of the Russian Federation” are substantiated, and also amendments to the Federal Law “On the system of public service of the Russian Federation”.
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
