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Purpose. The export of educational services brings substantial income to the state budget, while the most important source of income is the training of foreign students. In turn,
one of the generally recognized factors that enhance the country’s competitiveness in the international market of educational services is the attractiveness of educational programs. And
since in Russia the master’s training of foreign students in the field of law is only gaining momentum, in many universities, especially peripheral ones, there is a shortage of master's
programs that could be attractive to foreign consumers. In this regard, we have set ourselves the goal of studying foreign experience, in particular Germany, in order to identify and
analyze the most demanded master’s programs in law for possible use in the development and implementation of proper program products. Methodology: general scientific methods
(analysis, synthesis, description, generalization, systematization), specific scientific methods (comparative legal method, content analysis, legal statistics). Conclusions. Germany has
gained international recognition for offering foreign citizens exclusive international Master’s programs in law. In this series, special attention deserves a kind of unique international
correspondence interdisciplinary master’s program “Criminal Justice, Public Administration and Police Science”, developed by the Ruhr University in Bochum. The experience of
Germany and the Ruhr University, in particular, will be useful for Russia, which has begun to promote more actively international programs for the training of masters of law. The launch
of mechanisms for adapting the best foreign practices to Russian conditions will help improve the image of our country in the world educational space, and Russian universities will
have additional opportunities to expand and deepen their international activity. Scientific and practical relevance. The academic community was provided with up-to-date data obtained
on the basis of an analysis of the relevant content of the websites of reputable German universities and other educational actors. They can serve as a kind of benchmark for domestic
universities striving to increase their competitiveness by offering educational programs of different levels not only for internal but also for external consumers.
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
