THE MAIN CRIMINOGENIC FACTORS AFFECTING THE LEVEL
OF OFFENSES COMMITTED BY MINORS IN THE DIGITAL ENVIRONMENT
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The dynamic development and considerable cheapening of digital technologies has made the virtual world one of the
favorite and in-demand immersion spheres for a modern individual. In their turn, the attributes of the digital environment
are so energy-intensive and innovative that thanks to them, the digital environment has a powerful communicative impact
on the consciousness of an individual and at the same time triggers extreme dependence.
