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The article considers positive examples of tactics for preventing, identifying and eliminating signs of aggressive behavior by police
officers among students of educational organizations, including violence by peers. Prevention of aggressive behavior of students
in educational organizations, violence by peers has a special specificity, which lies in the fact that it should be of a complex nature.
It is difficult for police officers to prevent this among adolescents, since this should be done primarily by educational organizations
represented by teachers, psychologists, and, of course, parents (legal representatives of minors). However, an equally important
task falls on the shoulders of police officers - to establish the reasons that encourage minors to commit bullying, which provokes the
commission of crimes and other offenses, leads to suicidal actions. A developed algorithm of actions for employees of the territorial
bodies of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Russia in the event of bullying in children and adolescent groups in educational organizations
is proposed.
