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The paper puts forward the idea of the relevance of constitutional modernization for Russia in relation to the
institutionalized public sphere. According to the author, the ontological conflict between the principles of the rule of law
and federalism is revealed in the current situation. At the same time, the thematic analysis focuses on unconstitutionality
and constitutional consistency of legislative practice in the subjects of the Russian Federation. Constitutional
modernization in this respect is prompted by a number of objective factors, starting with the necessary optimization
of the overall costs of public rule in the context of the extensive growth of hybrid threats and sanctions aimed at
undermining Russian sovereignty and security. The substantiation is supported by the explication of examples that make
one doubt the need to preserve the algorithm and the formal intensity of regional law-making, which developed at the
initial stage of constitutional state-building.
