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Moscow and the Moscow region constitute a single socioeconomic structure where a significant volume of
commodity circulation is focused and which unite a large share of the population of the country. The article reviews
the issues of interaction between Moscow and the Moscow region as constituent entities of the Russian Federation
and constituents of the Moscow capital agglomeration. Special attention in the article is focused on the process
of border changes between Moscow and the Moscow region constituent entities of the Russian Federation and
expansion of the capital territory in 2011 to 2012, a critical view of the consequences of such changes for the
Moscow region is given. Based on the carried out research, the author concludes that Moscow and the Moscow
region need effective means of interaction on a parity basis to ensure dynamic, coordinated and mutually beneficial
development of both constituent entities of the Russian Federation.
