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The article considers the state policy in the field of constitutional legislation in the XIX century on certain
territories of the Russian state. The expansion of the state’s territory led to the presence of a heterogeneous
population in terms of socio-economic development, religious beliefs, and lifestyle. The purpose of this article is
to highlight the features of constitutional development in Poland and Finland. The state policy was aimed at the
gradual integration of Poland and Finland into national processes. In fact, the Russian Empire recognized the effect
of existing norms. The existence of regional constitutions and its own system of government contributed to the
development of autonomous territories. The privileges of the population of the new territories relieved political
tension. Constitutional norms of regional acts and management experience were used in carrying out state reforms.
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
