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The article studies the institution of citizenship in the Federal Republic of Germany (the “FRG”) and analyzes
the constitutional provisions of the FRG laws regulating the institution of citizenship. The FRG institution
of citizenship is also reviewed in this article from the European law standpoint. Special attention is paid to the
correlation of the following concepts: “citizen of Germany”, “German” and “citizen of the European Union”.
The concept of “German” is broader than the concept of a “citizen of Germany”, and not only the belonging to the
German race is of importance for referring to “Germans”, but also the effective procedure for acceptance of interested
parties in Germany.
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
