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At the same time, such campaign materials, as well as the activities of the persons concerned, may indirectly con-
tain signs that are close to the elements of the offense, as provided for by Art. 13.15 Code of Administrative Offenses
of the Russian Federation, in the form of dissemination of obviously unreliable socially significant information under the
guise of reliable messages. Not excluding the possibility in principle (and the need) of establishing responsibility aris-
ing from the discretion of the federal legislator, the author substantiates the conclusion that it is necessary to observe
constitutional guarantees for the public dissemination of information during the election campaign. Restrictions on the
constitutional right to freedom of speech and guarantees of electoral rights in terms of information activities are pos-
sible only if the balance of relevant constitutionally significant values is observed, which is based on the general legal
requirements of formal certainty of the adopted regulations, their clarity and lucidity, abuse of passive suffrage.
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
