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Author focuses attention on different understanding of constitutional principles and constitutional doctrines
in constitutional courts’ activity with comparative aspects. Author divides doctrines to public and private when
he considers judicial interpretation of principles from the view of interests, constitutional goals and methods of
regulation. Turning to constitutional practice of United States and Russian Federation author concluded about chief
result court’s activity as tendency to balance between private and public interests, social conditions and economic
aims. In accordance with author concepts of fundamental rights as absolute rights transform into dual concept of
constitutional principles and doctrines. By opinion of author possible and compulsory solution problem of legal
uncertainty is doctrinal interpretation by Constitutional Courts. Large substantive role of procedural rules and turn to
transformation of constitutional doctrine in source (form) of law too.
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
