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The article is devoted to the analysis of changes in the passive suffrage content in Russia from the beginning of
the 2000s to the present. During this period, a number of amendments were made to the electoral legislation, that
substantially corrected the issues of access to participation in elections for both individual candidates and electoral
associations. Public associations that are not political parties were excluded from the collective election participants. Due
to changes in political parties’ requirements, the number of parties was first literally scaled back to just a few names, and a
few years later it expanded to several dozen parties. Also, during this period, a number of qualifications were introduced,
depriving passive suffrage of several percent of Russian citizens. In addition to direct restrictions on access to participation
in the elections, a system of privileges was created for parliamentary parties, which allowed registering without gathering
signatures. The article also examines in detail the defects of the existing system for gathering and examining signatures,
which create administrative loopholes for the quasi-legal exclusion of certain candidates or parties.
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
