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The article compares parliamentary and deputy requests. General and special features in the legal regulation
of these forms of parliamentary control are highlighted. A proposal has been made to include the Commissioner
for Human Rights in the Russian Federation in the circle of recipients of the parliamentary request and to grant him
the right of legislative initiative on issues of its conduct. The opinion is substantiated that the parliamentary request
should be understood not only as obtaining information about the state of affairs in a particular area of the state and
public life of the Russian state, but also as an impact with the aim of correcting and eliminating the deficiencies that
take place. The possibility of written replies to the parliamentary request was criticized, the proposal was justified on
the need to consolidate the answers to the parliamentary request in federal law only verbally.
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
