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The increasing complexity of the political and legal life of society, the continuous improvement of the forms of
states, highlight problems caused by errors in national and administrative policies, and therefore there is a need to study
aspects of the form of the state on the basis of a new methodology and principles. There is a need to discuss and change
complex issues of the national-territorial structure of Russia. The purpose of the article is to consider the problematic
issues of the formation and development of the national-territorial state system in the USSR, which became the causes
of socio-political and ethnic conflicts in the Russian Federation after the collapse of the USSR. The objectives of the
article are to prove the artificiality of creating national-territorial formations in the USSR, to show the influence on the
national-territorial structure of the policy of the Soviet government, to propose reforming the existing system of form of
government in the Russian Federation. Research methods: historical, dialectical, comparative legal. It is concluded that
the artificiality of creating many national-territorial entities after the collapse of the political system of the USSR led to a
crisis of the national-territorial structure. When reforming the state system of the Russian Federation, it is necessary to
implement the principles of democracy, a referendum, and the peaceful resolution of territorial disputes.
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
