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The article discusses the draft basic law of the Special Commission of the Legal Meeting of the Interim
Government of 1917. The authors turn to the constitutional ideas of the liberal camp regarding the role and legal
status of the highest executive in the future post-revolutionary Russia. The main part of the work is devoted to the
historical and legal analysis of the “Draft Constitution of 1917", which was aimed at establishing a presidential
republic in Russia. The study also focuses on the relationship between the legal status of the head of state and
parliament.
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
