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The article analyzes the international acts regulating the right to freedom of assembly, as well as legislative acts of
the Russian Federation in the field of the exercise of rights to public events. Reflects the experience and consequences
of the enforcement of the rights to freedom of assembly in Russia and foreign countries. The position of the European
Court of Human Rights regarding the limitations of the rights requlated by Article 11 of the European Convention on
Human Rights has been studied. The author identified common violations and restrictions on the rights to freedom of
assembly during their organization and conduct, and identified the main reasons for such restrictions. The practical
problems faced by the organizers and participants of public events in Russia are given. Some shortcomings of the
Russian legislation in the sphere of the exercise of the right to freedom of assembly are reflected and suggestions are
made for their elimination.
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
