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The article notes the importance of establishing mechanisms of interaction between public authorities and local
authorities in the Russian Federation, one of which is the exercise of state control over the rule-making activities of local
authorities. Further, the article indicates the possibility of exercising such control in the activities of administrative and judicial
bodies, including in the latter case — in the form of constitutional and administrative proceedings. If the consideration of
administrative cases on the conformity of municipal acts with normative legal acts that have greater legal force is carried
out by courts of general jurisdiction under the current Russian legislation, then the verification of municipal normative acts
in the procedure of constitutional legal proceedings is the field of activity of the constitutional (charter) courts of subjects
of the Russian Federation, since the Constitutional Court of the Russian Federation does not have the authority to verify the
regulations of the municipal level authorities. This circumstance opens a broad in scope and promising area of activity for
bodies of regional constitutional (charter) justice. At the same time, this activity can have a great influence on the situation
with ensuring the rule of law, respect for human and civil rights and freedoms at the local level, resolving the legal disputes
and contradictions arising from the activities of municipal authorities and resolution of local issues.
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
