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By paying attention to the high efficiency of the competence theory and the universality of the “rule of
competence” applicationin many areas of socially useful activity, the author makes a conclusion that the competency-
based approach to solving managerial problems is an objective law of social development.

The author proves, on the basis of the systematic study, that along with the legislation the Lists of Established
and Delegated Powers are an important legal and technical tool for distributing the entire array of state power
prerogatives in the Russian Federation. Since a wide variety of such Lists is used and the law does not limit their types
and number, the conclusion is made that the Russian Federation, when separating competencies both horizontally
and vertically, applies the principle of the multiplicity of Lists of Established and Delegated Powers.
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
