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The article offers an alternative view on the functioning of the majority electoral system, which is based not on the
correlation between the votes of voters and seats in parliament, but on the effectiveness of popular representation.
Electoral processes are affected by political patterns, therefore the mechanism of functioning of the electoral system
is considered taking into account the behavior of subjects of constitutional-legal relations in various conditions.
The exclusion or absorption of small parties provided by the majority electoral system is analyzed in regard to the
effectiveness of popular representation. The majority system not only promotes the establishment of a single-party
government and a stable parliamentary majority, but also provokes political competition that increases the level of
responsibility of the ruling party towards the electorate. In addition, this model of parliamentary formation prevents
the localisation of political ideas and interests of voters, creating the preconditions for ideological convergence. The
distortion of proportionality is seen in this article as an immanent feature of a majority electoral system that ensures
effective dualistic popular representation.
