The article considers the consequences of legal acts defining the legal regime of high preparedness introduced
due to the threat of the spread of coronavirus. It has been determined that many measures, although they can be
explained from the point of view of the extraordinary situation, seriously limit fundamental human rights and do
not comply with certain federal laws. The situation with the coronavirus is described as a hybrid threat: emergency
measures can develop into the usual legal regime.
